This Model G7 Summit will focus on the topic of food loss and its solutions proposed
by middle and high schoolers. As the issue of food loss deteriorates, it has become all the
more important to reflect on the importance of food. Through discussions and group
presentations, this will be an opportunity for us middle and high schoolers to consider what
actions we can take to tackle the issue of food loss.

The summit will begin with a general explanation by the organizing committee on the
current issues surrounding food loss. Afterward, participants will be assigned into groups,
where they will discuss and offer creative solutions to each other. Each group is expected
to put together a presentation (i.e.preparing slides) and propose their solutions to the other
participants. The group with the most well-developed and original proposals will be awarded
by the guest judge.

Through students from diverse backgrounds coming together and working towards
the common goal of solving food loss, we hope that each student will be able to take the
ideas back to their own schools and communities in order to take specific action.

[A message from the organization committee]
This event will mark the eighth Model G7 Summit. The very first summit was
organized by Japanese students who patrticipated in an international high school students
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conference, “J7 Youth Summit 2015”. This was created by German Chancellor, Angela
Merkel, who believed reflecting the young generation's views on society was the key to
solving global issues. In August of 2016, when the Japanese students presented about the
first MG7 Summit at a follow up meeting for the J7 Summit, they received first place by the
votes from high school students around the world, the German Committee for UNICEF, the
Chief Cabinet Secretary, and many others. Although many students participate in social
contribution activities around the world, these are generally organized by adults.
Meanwhile, the Japanese team received high praise for having only students organize,
manage, and participate in their event. Inheriting that concept, this event is also organized
by students for students, and intends to create action plans that high school students can
actually execute immediately after the conference.

The last summit held in SOLA 2022 was on environmental education, in which
students discussed what can be done through schools and education as well as what they
themselves can do as high school students in order to create a better world for everyone.
The topics of other summits held in the past include gender equality, plastic waste, online
defamation, and young people’s societal contribution.

This year's Summit is on food loss. We wish for this event to be a chance for
everyone to discuss this topic from a high school student's point of view and rethink this
issue. There may be some imperfect or unsatisfactory instances from our lack of
experience, but if anyone is interested in discussing in English, learning knowledge on
global issues, and speaking with students from other countries and schools, you are more
than welcome to participate.
